THE SPRING VEGETABLE SOUP. . . You need 2 onions, a cauliflower, 2 carrots, 3
sticks of celery, 40 g butter, one and a quarter litre of home-made stock (oder
einfach Wasser mit Brihpulver), 150 ml yoghurt, salt'n pepper.
